Ah, Summertime —time for Sabbath Rest

And on the seventh day God finished the work that he had done, and Volume 42 Issue 6
he rested on the seventh day from all the work that he had done. So God blessed

the seventh day and hallowed it, because on it God rested from all the work that he had done in
creation. Genesis 2:2-3 NRSV

What’s not to love about summer, beyond the heat and humidity that is.... There’s just something about
summer that says that it’s time to relax and take life a little easier. It’s time to sit outside and sip something
refreshing.

I find it reassuring that our Scriptures about creation tell us that God created rest. After having worked for six
days straight (and actually having finished the job!) God rested. God set the seventh day aside for rest — and
then commanded that we rest from our labors as well. It’s the fourth commandment, so we’re supposed to
practice it.

It’s interesting that faithful people have struggled to accept this gift of rest, even from the very early days of
worshiping God. The ancient Jewish people had 39 specific acts that were prohibited on the Sabbath day so
that it became more of a test of faith to keep the Sabbath than a gift received from God. I’ve even heard a
Jewish legend that the Messiah would come on the day that all Jewish people managed to keep the Sabbath
completely, but it’s so hard that the Messiah might never be able to come.

While Jesus was alive, Sabbath was so badly practiced that Jesus criticized the Jewish people for their
legalistic approach, which prevented even common sense caring for others. And Christians have had several
periods in history where Sunday (the Christian tradition is that Sabbath is on Sunday to celebrate the
resurrection) was pretty bleak and certainly not restful. And even in our American history, we can learn about
the painful practices of Sabbath keeping our Puritan ancestors followed. Somehow, we have a gift, a
commandment of rest, but we have a hard time enjoying it!

As summer approaches it’s a good time to think about trying to keep Sabbath in the way the gift was intended.
The creation story in Genesis says that God finished the work, then looked at the creation and saw that it was
good. That seventh day was a day to refresh, renew, and remember with pleasure the work done. And it
should be similar for us. Sabbath is a time to be refreshed after a hard period of work. It’s a time to renew our
relationships with our loved ones and with God. And it’s a time to feel the satisfaction of work well done. The
Sabbath day is a holy day, a day to be surrounded by God’s presence. Worship, Bible reading and just
enjoying this beautiful earth are all good ways to revere God.

In our modern world, it can be difficult to set aside a whole day, but hopefully we can find a couple of hours
each week. I hope that we can all take some time this summer to enjoy Sabbath — if not during this season,
when will we do it?
