Musgings from Mary

There’s a common business saying, “without vision, the people perish.” It
refers to the need for a strategic plan that defines who or what we are seeking
to become so that everyone will work toward the same goals. But actually, this saying isn’t
only a wise business adage. It's the King James Bible translation of Proverbs 29:18. As a
passage from Scripture, this saying tells us that we need prophecy and guidance from God, not just a strategic
plan. In our church setting, both the business and the scriptural perspectives are important. We need to know
who as a congregation are seeking to become, but we also need to be sure that whatever we do is a part of God’s
bigger plan.

Our Church Council recently approved a vision statement for the church, “Be workers for God who transform
the lives of individuals, families, our community, and the world.” This statement helps us see where we are
headed. First, it says that our faith practice is active. We are more than just recipients of God’s Word and God’s
grace, we are workers in God’s Kingdom. Second, it says that our focus in the church is broad. Our concern
extends from individuals to families to communities, and not just locally, but around the world. Third, it says that
our objective as workers for God is to transform lives. That may seem a little vague or a little too high of a mark to
aim at, but in a church setting it’s actually pretty specific. The transformation we seek is from non-believer to
believer, from little or no faith, to deep faith, from searching for God to finding the love of God. Our work is to
help people come to know Christ so that they may be transformed to become more Christ-like in their living.

It sounds like a big vision because it is big. And, it’s also scriptural. 2 Timothy 2:15 says,

Do your best to present yourself to God as one approved by him, a worker who has no need to be ashamed, rightly
explaining the word of truth.

We have a vision to be workers for God, and we want to do it in such a way that God will say, “well done, good and
faithful servant.” We want to do it in a way that leaves us with no reason to make excuses or look at our work and
be ashamed of its quality or quantity.

This is a vision that will take each of us, and all of us together, a lifetime to pursue. Unlike a business vision, it
isn’t about numbers, or money, or about looking good by human standards. It’s all about knowing who our real
boss is and seeking to be a good worker for that boss. We have all been given different skills and gifts with which
to pursue this work. Some of us have the gift of hospitality and can invite and welcome new people easily, while
others can talk easily about faith and teach. Some are excellent listeners for people going through hard times,
while others have musical gifts that help us focus our hearts in worship. All of these gifts, and more, are needed to
help us live out this vision.

When you get a moment this month, think about this vision statement and your role in it. As a worker for God,
what further training do you need? How are your work habits? How in-touch are you with “the boss?” These are
all good questions that can shape our individual lives and profoundly affect our work together. As always, I would
be happy to talk to you about any questions, concerns, or ideas you have and I would especially enjoy helping you
find your gifts and your place as a worker for God.

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During the month of July our Helping Hands Food Pantry serviced 25 families. There were 49 adults
and 33 children. We have added the first Saturday of each month to our days for appointments. The
first Saturday was slow, but we are hoping for an increase in clients once they realize Saturday is an
option. The Minooka Federated Women have generously offered to assist the clients on that day.

Our food pantry receives extremely positive comments from the clients. We are the only pantry in
town where they can choose items and we have a nice variety to select from. During the past two
months we have had new families from the area using the food pantry for the first time. It is difficult
for most of them to walk in that first day. Itis not unusual to see tears and to be thanked several
times. What a good reminder to be thankful for our blessings and our ability to help others through a
tough time.

Clorox has made their last donation to the food pantry before departing Minooka. The products they
have been giving will be sorely missed. Cleaning products are not something usually provided by a
food pantry and they have been very appreciated. To compensate for the loss, and to promote a
“green” existence, we are looking for recipes for cleaning products. If you have one that you feel works
well, please share it with the pantry. Our goal is to give each family a bottle of vinegar, baking soda,
etc. and a recipe for making their own cleaning solution. You can put your recipe in my mailbox at the
church (Jane Carhart).

Our second item on the “wish list” is to have recipes for making food items stretch a bit. If you have a
simple meal made of two or three items, please share it with us. We have put egg noodles on the list of
needed supplies for one of our recipes. Egg noodles and a can of vegetable soup makes a yummy
casserole. If it would help, go take a look at the items we have available in the food pantry for your
suggestions. If we get enough, [ will put together a little “cookbook” for our clients to take with them.

On behalf of those who use our pantry, [ thank you. I'm sorry you don’t get to see the gratitude they
express when they leave with all their bags of groceries and household supplies. You truly are making
a difference in the lives of your neighbors.
